Mo, 3-00528-00008A

Project Description/ Research & Analysis

Zoning Ordinance 907.2L(BX1): Unlike the Standard Home Occupation, larger accessory
buildings or structures may be used in connection with the Home Oceupation of an industrial or
commercial nature provided the Home Occupation is clearly subordinate to the use of the

principie residential structure for residential purposes and limitations are prescribed through
the Conditional Use Permit process.

Zoning Ordinance Article XXIV, definition of Home Occupation of an Industrial or
Commercial Nature: 4 home occupation in a rural area that may be of a heavier commercial
or industrial nature than a typical home occupation, provided that the home occupation use is
clearly subordinate to the use of the principal resideniial structure for residential purpeses, and
limitations are prescribed through the Conditional Use Permit process to prevent incompatible
processes normally associated with commercial or industrial uses Jrom adversely impacting
adjacent or nearby residential uses or districts. The business owner resides on the premises, but
the amount of the floor area used and the type of equipment used may be different than the
standard home occupation and more than one person not a resident of the dwelling may be

employed. Such home occupations may include commercial or industrial uses listed in the Table
of Uses.

Proposed Layout:

Mr. Paul Copeland is seeking approval 1o locate an Internet-based Used Autornobile Sales Business
{Home Occupation of a Commercial Nature} at his home, 1189 W. Bear Swamp Road. The 1.43 acre
parcel is approximately 350 feet off the paved road (SR 1101) with its driveway ranning across
an adjoined parcel also owned by Mr. Copeland. All surrounding properties, as well as the
subject property, are zoned RA, Rural Agricultural District,

The home and shop sit at such an angle behind full-size {rees as to make it difficult for motorists
to see them. Turning off the road onto the driveway a motorist will only see the front of the
shop, nothing else. Forests and cropland surround the proposed site on all sides. Driving South
motorists see only trees. Driving North motorists have a break in the tree-line that allows them
to see the side yard and part of the back yard but not behind the shop where up to 5 cars are
proposed to be parked. In accordance with Zoning Ordinance Section 1910¢a), “A/f parking
spaces have the minimum dimensions of nine () feet in width and eighteen (18} feet in
length...”; that means an area 45 feet by 18 feet would be needed for parking. The shop is 40
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feet long, so only half a space would extend beyond the length of the building. No sign will be
visible from the road and no auto repair will take place on site. The office space inside the shop
is designated as 10 feet by 10 feet.

Setbacks: Zoning Ordinance Section 907.8(B) Automobile Sales and Service, Site
Considerations: {1} Minimum setback from any street right-of-way for auto sales areas, parking,
and buildings shall be twenty (20) feet. (2) Minimum setback from any other property line for
auto sales areas, automobile service areas, parking, and buildings shall be at least ten (10) feet.

Zonipg Ordinance Section 907.21(BX3) Home Occupation of an Industrial or Commercial

Nature, Site Consideration: Al] businesses must be set back at least fifty {50) feet from any street
right-of-way.

Regulations and Procedure ;

Potential Schedule for Public Hearing(s): Sept. 22, 2017 Paul Copeland’s final Application
package was received by the Planning & Zoning Office and was found to be substantially complete as a
conceptual plan. Public notices were sent to adjacent property owners and published in the Perquimans
Weekly in accordance with Section 2302 of the County’s Zoning Ordinance. Pursuant to Section 902,
Procedures, should the Planning Board require additional information or fime, they may postpone action
on the case. Otherwise, the Planning Board’s action on October 18% would allow the case to be scheduled
before the Board of County Commissioners (BCC) on November 67

Recommendation Procedure: Perquimans County Zoning Ordinance Section 903 provides for the
Planning Board to consider the proposed Conditional Use Permit {CUP) at a public meeting and to make
& recommendation to the BCC. The BCC shall consider the application, the Planning Board
recommendation, and comments at a public hearing and may grant or deny the CUP. In considering the

request, the Planning Board and BCC shall use as a guide Sections 903(a) thru (d) as summarized in the
Table of Findings at the end of this report.

Consideration of CUP Criteria_and Proposed Conditions: This request for a CUP requires
consideration of the Draft Conditional Use Permit, which includes suggested conditions for the proposed
site. The Applicant’s Site Plan and Statement are formal parts of the CUP. If approved, Paul Copeland
will need to record the executed CUP in a timely fashion in the Register of Deeds office. Later, the
recorded CUP will be attached to the Applicant’s Zoning Permit and then be used by Planning & Zoning
staff to determine zoning compliance. Reference is made to the attached Draft Conditional Use Permit,
with suggested conditions prepared in conjunction with the Applicant and ready for the Planning Board’s
consideration. If approved, the Draft CUP will be executed by the Applicant and the BCC Chair and
recorded by the Applicant in the Register of Deeds along with said Statement and Plans.

Consistency with 2016 Land Use Plan Update: According to the Projected Future Land Use map
Exhibit IX-B, page IX-36 of CAMA’s 2016 Land Use Plan Update, the subject area s zoned Residential
Agricultural.  The Land Use Plan Update may be viewed in its entirety on the County website at
www. PerquimansCountyNC. gov (click on “Departments™ then “Planning and Zoning” then scroll to the

bottom of the page and click on “Perquimans County 2015 Joint CAMA Land Use Plan Update-
Recertified 4-26-2017").
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General Land Use Plan Objectives on page H-17 of the CAMA Land Use Plan are stated as follows: “The
land use plan should help the County: preserve its rural character; protect and preserve the natural
environment, provide adequate public facilities and services: achieve support and consensus for County
initiatives, promote unity in its residential and commercial communities, and, make infrastructure
fiprovements that compliment but do not duplicate existin g systems.

Recommendations

No public comments were offered at the public meeting on Cctober 107, Planning Board
recommended approval of CUP-17-04 and found it to be consistent and in harmony with the
existing development pattern around 1189 W. Bear Swamp Road because it will not affect
agricultural production and it will be out of sight of the public road. Planning Staff believes that
the Home Occupation — Internet-Based Auto Sales business as proposed may be developed in
compliance with Sections 907.8 and 907 21.

Suggested Motions — Recommendations — Actions: The Draft Conditional Use Permit, if
recommended by the BCC, must contain conditions included by the County Commissioners’
motion, if 50 moved.

The ordinance amendment is a new Section Two
which provides for the humane freatment of animals, outlines owner responstbilities, addresses nuisance
situations, and prohibits tethering. The current ordinance is Section One which addresses only dangerous dogs.

I appreciate the opportunity to bring this matter before the County Commissioners and am hopeful that action
will be taken, as the Town of Hertford has done, for animal welf;

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Questions and Answers about Chained Dogs

1. What is meant by dog chaining or dog tethering?

Chaining or tethering refers to the practice of keeping a dog
centinually tied to a stationary object,

2. What problems are associated with daog tethering?

Chaining is inhumane and unsafe for dogs,

Dogs are, by nature, social beings who thrive on interaction with
people and other animals. A dog kept chained in one spot for
months or years suffers immense psychological damage. A

continuously chained dog usually becomes neurotic, anxious, and
aggressive,

in many cases, the necks of chained dogs become raw and infected from too-tight collars. Dog tethers can

easily become entangled with other abjects, choking or strangling the dogs. Chained dogs cannot escape
threats such as floods, storms, or attacking animals.

Chaining is a safety hazard for people,

Dogs naturally feel protective of their territory. When confronted with a perceived threat, they respond
according to their fight-or-flight instinet. A chained dag, unable to take flight, often feels forced to fight. A
study by the Centers for Disease Control found that chained dogs are 2.8 #imes more likely to bite. The

dogs most likely to bite are male, unneutered and chained. Tragically, the victims of chained dog attacks
are usually children.

Dogs shouldn't be allowed to run loose either. Dogs should be sociafized and kept inside the home or in
fenced yards.

3. Are tethered dogs otherwise treated well?

Unfortunately, tethered dogs rarely receive sufficient care, They suffer from sporadic feedings, overtumed
water bowls, inadequate veterinaty care, lack of exercise, and extreme femperatures. They must eat, sleep,
urinate, and defecate ina single confined area. Grass is usually beaten into hard-packed dint by the dog's
continual pacing. Chained dogs are rarely given minimal affection and are easily ignored by their owners.

4. Should chaining ever be aliowed?

‘To become well-adjusted companion animals, dogs should interact with people daily and receive regular
exercise. Placing an animal on a restraint for short periods for exercise or fresh air is acceptable, Animals kept
temporarily tethered should be safely secured so the tether can't become
entangled with other objects. Collars should be properly fited.

Using a pulley or trolley run is preferable to fixed-point chaining. However,
dogs still get choked and tangled on trolieys. The best way fo confine dogs is
to bring them inskde or provide them with a fenced area,

5. Who says chaining is inhumane?

The United States Department of Agricutture has stated, "Our experience
in enforcing the Animal Welfare Act has led us to conclude that continuous

confinement of dogs by a tether is inhumane. A tether significantly restricts a
dog’s movement. A tether can also become tangled around or hooked on the

dog's shelter structure or other objects, further restricting the dog's movement
and potentially causing injury.”
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tn 1997, the USDA ruled that people and organizations regulated by the Animal Welfare Act cannot keep dogs
continucusly chained.

The American Veterinary Medical Association {AVMA} has also
come out publicly against dog tethering. In a press release for Dog
Bite Prevention Week, the AVIMA stated, "Never tether or chain
your dog because this can coniribute to aggressive behavior.”

6. Don't chained dogs make yood guard dogs?

No, the opposite is trie. Chained dogs are unable to stop intruders.
All they can do is bark. Since most chained dogs are unsocialized,

they are unable to distinguish a real threat from a family friend or
neighborhood child,

The best guard dogs are those wha live inside the home and are
treated as part of the family, which is how K8 police dogs are raised.

7. Why should we pass a law to ban the continuocus chaining of dogs?

Local animal control advocates receive hundreds calls every year from citizens concerned about chained and
neglected animais. Because chaining is legal, there is little officers can do 10 help the dog. By the time it
becomes a clear-cut case of animal cruelty under current legal standards, it is often too [ate to save the dog.

Prohibiting chaining makes a community safer by reducing the number of dog altacks and dog bites. Also, a
chaining law gives officers a tooi to crack down on illegal dog fighting, since most fighting dogs are kept chained.

8. Are there iaws regulating dog chaining in other states or communities?
Yes, 19 states and over 140 U S. cities and counties have laws banning or carefully regulating chaining. Visit

9. Woulid passage of a chaining law cost lots of money?

Mo. Animal conirol officers are already spending time and resources responding to reports of chained,
neglected, and abused dogs. A ban would aliow animal control officers to fine individuals who are constantly
tethering their dogs. This would be 2 source of additional revenue.

10, Who would be impacted by a law to ban dog tethering?

This bilf would not apply to situations where a dog is temporarily tied on
public property, such as oufside a store or restaurant. it would also not
apply fo situations where dogs are ternporarily tethered per government
regulation, such as at state parks or camping areas. Peopie who keep their
dogs continually chained would be affected ty this law.

11. What about people who can’t afford a fence?

You don't have to have a fence to have 2 dog! Apartment-dwellers don't
have private yards; their dogs can be perfectly happy living inside the
home with the family and going on regular walks. There are many
resolrces available to help people train their dogs to be well-behaved
members of the family,

2.0% Definitions

For the purposes of this section, the words and phrases below shall have the following meanings:

Animal: Includes dogs and cats and other domesticated animals,

Outside Enclosure: A structure, built of chain link or comparable material with 2 solid roof, used to house the

animal and protect it from the weather. The structure must be large enough that the shelter provided within
does not take up more than % of the floor space,

Tethering: The act of tying, chaining or restraining a dog to a fixed object with a rope, chain or other device in
order to keep the dog confined. This term does not include restraining a dog on an attended leash,

2.02 Responsibility of Owners

A, Owners of dogs kept outside shall provide an outsi
shelter from heat, cold, rain, wind and snow and
animals in good health and comfort.

All dogs shall be given Spportunity for vigorous dally exercise.

Animals shall be provided by their owners with appropriate veterinary care.

2.03 Cruelty to Animals

No person shall molest, torture, torment, cruelly beat, kill, wound, injure, poison, or abandon any animal, or
aid and abet in such action. No person shall deprive any animal of necessary sustenance and shelter or
needed veterinary care, or subject an animal to conditions detrimental to its health or general welfare, The

words “torture” and “torment” shall be held to include every act, omission or neglect whereby unjustifiable
physical pain, suffering or death is caused or permitted.

2.04 Tethering

Tethering is prohibited. No dog shall be tied, chained, fastened or otherwise tethered to any stationary
abjects as a means of confinement to property.

2.05 Nuisance

it shall be unlawful for any person to own, keep, possess or maintain an animal in such manner as to
constitute a public nuisance or a nuisance to neighbors, Examples of such nuisance, not all inclusive, include
the following acts or actions of an owner or possessor of an animal:

A. Having an animal that disturbs the rights of, threatens the safety of or damages a member of the
general public, or interferes with the ordinary use and enjoyment of his property.

8. AMowing or permitting an animal toc damage the property of anyone other than its owner, including,
but not limited to, turning over garbage containers or damaging gardens, flowers or vegetabies, or
defecating upon the property of another {uniess the animal’s owner remaoves such defecation).
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Maintaining animals in an environment of unsanttary conditions or lack of cleanliness which results in
offensive odor or is dangerous to the public’s health, welfare or safety.

D. Maintaining an animal that is diseased and dangerous to the public health.

E. Allowing an animal to create 2 danger to the public by running at large. This does not restrict the

lawful use of dogs engaged in hunting activities or the use of specially trained dogs, such as search and
rescue dogs, in public safety programs.

The NC Agriculture Cost-Share Program
was established by the General Assembly in 1885
to address non-point source pollution. This year,
the five countles in the Albemarle District obligated
$202,000 for cost share assistance to  help 39
cooperators  finance Best Management
Practices (BMP’'s} needed to improve water
quality. Some of the BMP's installed or planned
included critical area planting, water conirol
structures, conservation tillage, long term no-ill,
precision nufrient management, cover crops, land
smoothing, precision agrichemiical, dry stacks and
Crop COonversion.

Water quality menitoring
will continue in 2017-18. Grants from CWMTE, EPA 319 & USFWS
